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Naka-Kon Opens 2010 Panel Submissions and Vendor Room Applications

Kansas City, Mo.—Naka-Kon 2010 is now accepting panel submissions at

http://naka-kon.com/panelsubmission. Each primary panelist will be reimbursed $10 for each

panel hour presented.

Naka-Kon is also accepting applications for vendors and artists. Artists tables measure 6’
x 187, include pipe-and-drape and two full-weekend convention badges, and cost $95. Artists
may purchase up to two additional badges for $25 each. The artist application form is available

Basic vendor booths measure 10’ x 10, include one bare 6’ x 18” table and one full-
weekend convention badge, and cost $200. Additional bare 10’ x 10’ vendor booths cost $170.

Pipe-and-drape vendor booths measure 10’ x 10°, include one topped and skirted 6° x 18”
table and one full-weekend convention badge, and cost $230. Additional pipe-and-drape 10° x
10’ vendor booths cost $190.

Vendors may purchase up to six additional badges for $25 each. Additional bare tables
cost $10 each. Additional topped and skirted tables cost $35 each. Vendor electricity costs

uncompensated staff members, many of whom are students and most of whom live in the greater
Kansas City area. Naka-Kon was first held in 2005 at the University of Kansas Memorial Union
in Lawrence, Kan. In 2009, nearly 3,000 attendees gathered at the Hyatt Regency Crown Center
for a three-day, paid convention. Naka-Kon 2010 will be held at the Hyatt between February 19
and 21. Traditional features include industry guests, panels, game shows, contests, showings
rooms, a vendor room and a video game room.
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
